IOCCG Calibration Workshop

A one-day workshop dealing with "In-flight Calibration of Satellite Ocean-Colour Sensors" will be held on Saturday 30 October 2004 (8:30h to 16:00h) in Fremantle, Australia, following the Ocean Optics XVII conference.  The workshop will take place in the Rottnest Room of the Esplanade Hotel, Fremantle.  The workshop's convenors are Dr. Robert Frouin, Scripps Institution of Oceanography, and Prof. Mervyn J. Lynch, Curtin University.  The workshop is open to all members of the international ocean-colour community.  Breakfast and lunch will be served to the participants.

The workshop's objectives are to discuss the status of ocean-colour sensor radiometric calibration, in terms of requirements, methods proposed and used (including applications), and to elaborate upon recommendations.  Calibration experts and representatives of international space agencies will give invited talks on the following topics:


1. Definitions and requirements

2. Calibration using onboard devices

3. Absolute calibration using Rayleigh scattering

4. Absolute calibration using in-situ measurements

5. Inter-band calibration

6. Multi-temporal calibration

7. Multi-sensor cross calibration

8. "System" calibration

The material presented at the workshop and the recommendations proposed will form the basis of an International Ocean-Colour Coordinating Group (IOCCG) report. The workshop is sponsored by the IOCCG.
